Membership


Vivian Sanchez is leaving the FM FWG and recommends Mr. Paul Pollock of the Navy Public Works Center, Pearl Harbor as her replacement.  Bill Gavazzi is no longer employed by the COE.  Also, Michael White has not communicated with the group since the May meeting.  Therefore, we need to identify another COE representative as well as an Army representative.

Discussion


Denise Martin briefly reviewed the May meeting minutes and group objectives.  Denise then reviewed the status of the FM FWG ‘Top Ten’ list of FY02 proposals, as well as the recommendations made to the Corporate Staff.  The status of Project 01.039, ​Development of a FMSFIE Entity Set for Work for Assets, was then briefed in detail by Dale Dunham.  Discussion from the group regarding this project included the following points:


1) Dave Carver commented that COTS data dictionaries are modified to use by government organizations.  The COTS evaluation thus far has not addressed modified data dictionaries.


2) Bill Hudson noted that users have different versions of Maximo due to adding user-defined fields.


3) Dave Carver stated that NAVFAC is in the process of defining a standard Maximo implementation.  He will try to get a copy of the standard and forward to Denise Martin.


4) Denise Smith stated that the Marine Corps also has defined a standard Maximo implementation and that Roger Wellborn is the POC for that.  She will try to get a copy of the standard and forward to Denise Martin.


5) Denise Smith asked if housing was included in the evaluation.  Dale said ‘no’.  Denise recommended that we evaluate the Marine Corps housing system MCHAS.  Someone mentioned that the Navy has a housing system as well, but not the same as the Marine Corps’ system.  Denise will forward info on MCHAS to Denise Martin for evaluation.


6) Someone mentioned contracting of some work functions and Denise Martin noted that contracting was not included in the draft model – Dale will consider.


7) Members of the group requested a copy of the Visio diagram in .jpg or .html format.  (Denise Smith and Bill Russell want the Visio format.)  They also requested copies of the spreadsheet and the briefing slides.

Overall, the project status was well received, however, the group needs time to review the model diagram and spreadsheet.  A follow-on meeting will be scheduled 13 November to continue the discussion.


Harold Smith talked to the group about the DoD Real Property Modernization Plan.  No one in the group new about it.  Denise Martin will send information to members for their review and comments.  Harold requested comments from members so he could present a user viewpoint to OSD.  With regard to commercial vendors meeting the needs of government organizations, Bill Hudson commented that a DoD voice would be much stronger than that of the individual services.


Denise Martin updated the group on the progress of the SDSFIE geodatabase efforts, including the ‘Geodatabase News’ area on the Center website.  She encouraged members to download the new Personal Geodatabase generator tool and test it out.  The group then discussed where and when the FM FWG would hold it’s annual physical meeting.  Bill Hudson offered to host it at Crane.  Dave Carver offered to host it at Norfolk.  If Paul Pollock joins the group, a meeting at Pearl Harbor might be feasible.  There are several robust FM-related GIS efforts on-going in that area.  Denise Martin will check with Paul on the possibility of meeting there during the week of 14 January, 2002.  Harold asked the group to send justifications for holding the meeting in Hawaii.  


The last item of business was the CADD/GIS Symposium, which will be held 

20-22 August in San Antonio, TX.  Group members were asked to think about possible presentations for the symposium.

Action Items

1.  Dave Carver will forward a copy of the NAVFAC standard Maximo implementation to Denise Martin.  Denise will forward to Dale.

2.  Denise Smith will forward a copy of the Marine Corps standard Maximo implementation to Denise Martin.  Denise will forward to Dale.

3.  Denise Smith will forward a copy of the data dictionary for MCHAS  to Denise Martin.

4.  Dale Dunham/David Hoag will consider where contracting fits into the UML model.

5.  Dale/David will forward a .jpg, html, etc. version of the Visio diagram to Denise, who will send to the group.

6.  Denise Martin will forward .ppt slides of Dale’s presentation to the group.

7.  Denise Martin will forward .ppt slides on the DoD Real Property Modernization Plan to the group, as well as the URL for the website to download the Plan document.

8.  FM FWG members will review the DoD Real Property Modernization Plan and provide comments to the Center for Harold to present to OSD.

9.  Vivian Sanchez will send recommendation for Paul Pollock to join the FM FWG.

10.  FM FWG members will send justifications for holding the next physical meeting at Pearl Harbor.  Denise Martin will contact Paul Pollock about this.

11.  Denise Martin will schedule a follow-on Placeware meeting 13 Nov. 2001.
