Name Change

The group voted to change the name from the Military Planning Field users Group to the Comprehensive Planning Field Users Group.  This name change is in keeping with our recent mission change to address planning beyond the military community.

Open Items from the Floor

FAA and Greater Orlando Aviation Authority (GOAA).  Mr. Perdue briefed the group on this initiative.  The Center is working with GOAA to transition to the Center’s SDSFIE standards for both GOAA and the FAA.  Mr. Kevin Backe and Brian Perdue are working closely with both parties to ensure the adoption and use of the standards by the FAA and the major airports occurs.  Mr. Blevins suggested that we include in our discussions Lt. Hemley from Scott AFB, IL.   Scott AFB has recently established Mid America Airport, a joint use military and civilian airfield.  He also suggested that we include the Air National Guard since their airspace is used in conjunction with the civil authorities.   

Smart Growth.  Mr. Blevins briefed the group on the Smart Growth initiative and EPA’s efforts to establish site locations for evaluating the effectiveness of Smart Growth.  Mr. Blevins suggests that each of the services identify military installations in close proximity to major municipal areas for inclusion in this project.  The project should assist the installations in understanding and perhaps controlling sprawl and encroachment into military land areas.  It will also provide insight into land uses in and around military installations and should assist in the development of spatial data standards and interaction between the civilian and military communities – streamlining the planning process.  

Regional Planning.  Mr. Perdue introduced the concept of planning on the regional scale, similar to that currently being accomplished by the US Navy in San Diego.  He advocates expanding the scope to include Transportation, Housing and Urban Development, and the Corps of Engineers. With the advent of future base closing and the current decline in installation planners, it is probably prudent to evaluate the potential of a regional planning group.  This group, as in Smart Growth initiative, could gain insight into the causes of sprawl and encroachment into military land areas. Planning at this level would ensure that the major factors impacting sprawl (transportation, housing, and water sources) are considered in the planning process.  This should also streamline the planning process.  

The group suggested that the planning stakeholders should expand to include the Office of Economic Adjustment and Regional Planning and the GSA.
