� CSI, IAI and many other industry and government participants are developing Omniclass as a comprehensive classification system for the AEC+FM industries in North America. Initially tables in Omniclass will include Masterformat and Uniformat to ensure continuity.  Additional tables are provided for products and properties classification.
