Review of FY2001 Project Proposals


On Sunday evening (21 May), the group met briefly and compiled a short list of about 20 projects for further evaluation. On Monday, each project proposal on the short list was evaluated based on its value to 1) the goals of the FM FWG,   2) the goals of the Center,  and 3) the overall benefit to the user community.  Members of the group selected and ranked ten projects that they would like to have funded.  Those projects include:

1) 01.039/01.021 Development of an SDS Entity Set for Real Property/Interoperability Architecture for Life Cycle Facility Processes and Business Operations

2) 00.039  SGML Prototype for Electronic Delivery of Facilities Operation & Maintenance Information

3) 01.016 Expand SDS/FMS to Capture Add’l Env. Data Sets to meet Regulations and Reporting Requirements 

4) 98.125 Integration of CADD/GIS Standards and Digital Data

5) 96.023/99.030 Generic Details Library Updates & Revisions/ Library of CADD Designs

6) 01.003  Object Oriented Model Development

7) 98.190  Support of EBS Project and Implement Web-based Bid Submittals

8) 01.005  A/E GIS and CADD Deliverables Standards Update

9) 01.042  GIS Incident Management Response System

10) 01.043  SDS Applications and Prototype for Army Installation Mission Support

A balanced scorecard ranking of the nine projects was compiled to provide the Corporate Staff with the FM FUGs opinion of how the selected projects ranked.  Additionally, the group’s discussions produced the following recommendations:

1) ​98.190 (EBS) should become a Center core mission project.  

2) ​96.023 (Generic Details) should become a Center core mission project

3) ​FUGs need full 2 days to meet (for project evaluation and other group business)

4) ​Opening joint FUG session to allow 3 minutes per proposal pitch 

5) ​Continuation of FM Task Group with FM FUG participation
