The discussion revealed that the main heading under Military Operations should be Military Training Complex.  Under this category Range and Training areas should be separate entries.  It was also revealed that some realignment of the data structure might be in order.  Each of the individual features were examined to determine appropriateness of the item and its placement within the Centers Standards.
