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Introduction

The Air Combat Command (ACC) has accumulated a large set of cultural resources data from five years of survey and data recovery on its bases and ranges across the nation.  Most ACC bases have made initial strides in assembling their data in digital form and using it in geographic information systems (GIS) for planning, compliance, and mission support.  However, ACC lacked the guidance, protocols, metadata, and database structures that would allow data to be shared easily within and across bases, to the commands, service headquarters, and non-DoD organizations.  This project has developed these tools and begun the process of putting them into place throughout ACC.  The procedures were developed in concert with Tri-Service Spatial Data Standards, Federal Geographic Data Committee guidance, and Defense Environmental Security Corporate Information Management (DESCIM) guidance.  This will enable the procedures to be cross fed to other commands and services.  The purpose of this report is to document the tools developed to share cultural resources geographical information services (GIS) information across the command and non-DoD organizations.

This application fully integrates all of the various types of cultural resources data for the first time.  The spatial data can include cultural resources (whether single, or aggregate resources such as districts), site features, cultural resource history (for changing site boundaries), cultural resources surveys and studies, portions of surveys where particular methods were employed, specific test locations, probability zones, undertakings, and management areas.   The database is designed to store a wide variety of data concerning all of these, from very broad types of data concerning large undertakings, survey areas, or management areas to very specific small scale data such as individual artifacts.  Furthermore, the database will incorporate the ACC digital library, a compendium of digital versions of cultural resources reports and documents submitted to ACC.  Once fully implemented, a facility cultural resources manager will be able to access any information or documentation existing about anything related ro cultural resources or activities for their installation from a single source.  

This integration is intended to facilitate cultural resources compliance at the installation and command levels.  The tools developed and under development for the GIS application will allow installation cultural resources managers to efficiently review proposed projects and assess what the compliance needs of that project will be.  It will also facilitate reporting related to compliance with NHPA, ARPA, NAGPRA and  36CFR79.  The application will also facilitate completion of any new compliance studies on installations by providing a detailed, integrated system of previous results.

Section 1 of this document describes the prototype GIS application, and provides a graphical review of the functions that have been programmed thus far.  Section 2 describes the underlying database, including discussion of the logic which governed the design and discussion of the data tables and how they are intended to be used.  The appendices include the Entity Relationship diagram of the database, the data dictionary, data collection guidelines, metadata for existing data, and the contents of the digital library.

GIS Prototype Cultural resources gis Application

This application allows the user access to the Air Combat Command cultural resources database in a GIS environment.  The application described here is a prototype of the application that will be developed in Formida Fire, and deployed over the internet for controlled access by authorized users.  It was developed in ArcView in order to establish the look and feel of the application, as well as basic functionality.  Neither the application nor the Data Entry Forms make use of all of the fields available in the database.  The prototype application and forms make use of the most important, most frequently used fields.  Full use of the remaining fields will be added during development of the Web application.

Note

The prototype application requires ArcView 3.1 or higher and Oracle 8i.  This manual assumes a working knowledge of ArcView.

Getting Started

Start ArcView, and open Avonpark.apr.  Two views will be displayed.  “National Register Information System” shows the distribution of National Register properties using the UTM coordinates recorded in the National Register Information System database maintained by the National Park Service.  The view demonstrates the unreliability of many UTM data recorded for cultural resources properties. The “Avon Park Map View” contains the GIS data for Avon Park Air Force Range, Florida (Figure 2).

Adding a Theme from within a View

Figure 2 shows the Avon Park Map view with a number of themes already displayed.  When the application first opens, no themes are displayed.  The user has the option to load whatever themes are desired.  Clicking on the Add Theme Button [image: image3.bmp] brings up the menu in Figure 3.

In this window, select which category of themes you wish to add, then click the “Add Themes” Button. 

To add boundaries of facilities, states, counties, airspaces, cantonments, ranges or targets, check “Boundaries,” press “Add Themes” and the “Add Boundary Themes” Dialog Window will appear (Figure 4).  To add transportation, buildings, or utilities coverages, select “Facility Management,” press Add Themes, and the “Add Base Infrastructure” Dialog Window will appear (Figure 5).  To add bodies of water, select “Hydrology,” press “Add Themes,” and the “Add Hydrology Dialog Window” will display (Figure 6).  To add USGS 1:24,000 Digital Raster Graphic maps, aerial photographs, contour lines, or Digital Terrain Elevation Data, select “Base Map Layers,” press “Add Themes,” and the “Add Base Map Themes” Dialog Window will Display (Figure 7).  From any of the above dialog windows, select the desired coverages, press “Add Themes” and the requested maps will be added to the view.

To add cultural resources layers, select Cultural Resources and press the [image: image9.png]Add Themes



 Button.  The Cultural Resources Selection Window will display.  Figure 8 displays the themes that are currently available for ACC installations.  In addition to the themes displayed in Figure 8, the database structure allows themes related to Management Areas, Undertakings, Site History, and Features.

If Diagnostics are selected, the Add Resource Diagnostics Theme Dialog Window appears (Figure 9). The diagnostics data is derived from artifact data recorded on archaeological site forms, and not the formal artifact catalog.  These data may include counts, or may simply be presence or absence data, depending on what was recorded.  This is in contrast to the actual artifact catalog in the database, which includes a formal description of all the material collected from a site.  Selecting any of the materials listed in the dialog box will add a theme for each material selected.  This allows the user to see at a glance what general types of material have been identified across the installation.  Figure 10 shows the distribution of shell, prehistoric ceramics, and chipped stone over a portion of Avon Park AFR.

Zooming

The GIS application allows the user to view the data at any scale.  To zoom in to a specific region, the standard ArcView Zoom Tools [image: image13.png]


 are available.  In addition to these, preset Zoom Tools are available. Click on the numbered tool next to the Zoom Out Tool, and a menu of preset scales will appear (Figure 11).  Selecting “50” will zoom to a scale of 1:50,000 at the point selected, “24” will zoom to 1:24,000 and so on.

At scales of 1:6,001 to 1:24,000 the USGS topographic quad sheet will appear as the background (if the user has added this from the dialog box shown in Figures 3 and 7).  At scales of 1:6,000 and lower, the aerial photograph of the range will appear (if the user has added this).  The USGS map and aerial photograph layers can be turned off, if desired, or replaced by another map coverage if one is available.  The Custom Zoom Tool [image: image15.bmp] allows the user to create a custom scale.  Select the Custom Zoom Tool, click on the map, and the Customize Zoom Dialog Window displays (Figure 12).  Enter the desired scale, and the clicking anywhere on the map with the Custom Zoom Tool will zoom to that scale.  Hold the Shift Key while clicking on the screen to change the custom zoom.

Browse Tool

A Browse Tool is available that will display values associated with the active theme.  For example, if the user wants to browse over cultural resources, the site number will display, or if Cultural Resources Surveys is the active theme, the date or name of the study will display.  Variations of the Browse Tool are available that will display values for themes with overlapping shapes or for multiple active themes. To use this feature, click on the Browser [image: image19.bmp] Tool, then click on the item to be identified.  The tool will then identify any item in the active theme that the cursor crosses until the left mouse button is clicked again (Figure 15).

Queries

To return more detailed information about entities in the GIS, the ArcView Identify Tool has been adapted to query the Oracle database.  Click on the Identify Tool, and two tool choices will appear.  [image: image21.png]


  Make the Resources Theme active, and select the [image: image22.bmp] Tool and then click on a resource in the view to return details about that specific cultural resource from the Oracle database.  To return details about survey areas, make the Events Theme active, select the [image: image23.bmp] Tool, and then click on a specific survey area.  Figures 16 and 17 shows typical results of these queries.  This tool has been developed for querying data related to cultural resources and surveys, but will be available for any spatial entity in the database (such as Probability Zones, Undertakings, Management Areas, etc.).

These queries return values when a single entity is selected, and where there is a one-to-one relationship between the selected entity and the data in the query.  For example, there is only one instance of each of the data fields shown in Figure 16 per archaeological site.  Future queries will display multiple records from the database related to the entity selected.  Examples of this include:  clicking on an archaeological site and getting a table that lists all of the artifacts cataloged from that site, or clicking on the site and viewing the entire regulatory and investigative history of that particular site.

Use the [image: image26.bmp] Select Region Tool to display results from multiple entities.  In Figure 18, the Select Region Tool was dragged across multiple test locations, and the results of those tests are shown in a window.

Hot Links and Slide Shows

There are a number of ways to link digital images such as photographs and scanned documents to specific spatial entities in the GIS.  Use the Slideshow Tool [image: image28.bmp] to select an entity in the active theme that has a slideshow associated with it.  A slide show is a grouping of digital images.  These could include artifact photographs, photographs of fieldwork, photographs of a site taken over time showing changing conditions, etc. A window with the first slide will appear.  Use the arrow buttons at the bottom of the window to navigate through the slideshow.

A wide variety of documents and images can be linked to a given entity in the GIS.  Examples include:  image links to be displayed in a view, text links, image popups, CAD themes, HTML documents, and video hotlinks.  Use the image type selection menu to select the type of image you are looking for (Figure 19).  Use the [image: image30.bmp] Tool to display images in a view; use the [image: image31.bmp] Tool to display text links; use the [image: image32.bmp] Tool to display image popups; use the [image: image33.bmp] Tool to display CAD coverages; use the [image: image34.bmp] Tool to display HTML files in a web browser; and use the [image: image35.bmp] Tool to display a video link.

After selecting one of the options in Figure 19, use the [image: image37.bmp] Tool to select a resource.  The Hotlink Browser Window will then display (Figure 21).  Choose the document or image you wish to see.  This will then launch your web browser, which will display the selected document (Figure 22).  The documents in the ACC digital library have been scanned, passed through optical character recognition, and saved in PDF format.  This means that these documents are preserved in their original format, but are completely searchable.

Adding a Hotlink

Use the Add Hotlink Tool  to add a link to an entity in the active theme.  Make the [image: image40.bmp] Tool active, and use it to select the entity for which you wish to add a link.  The Add Hotlink Dialog Window will then display (Figure 23).  Select Add.  A dialog window will then display asking what type of link you wish to add (Figure 24); if a URL, you will be prompted to enter the address, if a file, you will be able to browse and select the file.  Lastly, you will be prompted to enter a brief description of the link you have added.  This description will display when you then select this entity again with the [image: image41.bmp] Hotlink Tool.  Nearly all of the documentation associated with cultural resources management on ACC installations has been digitized.  Appendix E includes a list of the items in the digital library that can be linked to items in the GIS database.

Data Entry

The application is designed so that it can be updated as new studies are completed, and new cultural resources are identified.  To add data from a GPS file, click on the [image: image44.bmp] Button.  The window in Figure 25 will appear.

Click on the Input Button to select the file, then select whether the file contains point, line, or polygon data, select the output file, and then select whether this theme should be added to the view.  Click OK.  The new data will appear in the view.

Future Directions

The goal of the GIS application is to provide a management tool for the installation-level cultural resources manager.  Tools under development are intended to expedite project review.  For example, managers will be able to either import the footprint of a proposed undertaking if it exits digitally, or will be able to draw an approximation of the footprint on the screen using the mouse.  The application would then query the database and inform the user whether there are any NR eligible or potentially eligible historic properties in the APE, how many acres have been surveyed, how many require inventory survey, and the approximate cost to conduct those surveys based on past survey costs at that installation.  Reporting tools to create specific required reports, such as those for the NPS can be prepared.  Others will be developed according to input from base-level Cultural Resources Managers.

Data entry forms have been developed using Oracle.  Although these forms cannot be accessed from within ArcView, this will be possible from the final web-based application.   Figures 26-28 show sample data entry forms for the basic data associated with Cultural Resources.  Forms will be developed that will allow data to be entered into any of the fields in the database.
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Data Summary Reports

The Oracle database is a very powerful analytical tool.  It is designed to store a very wide variety of data.  It will be possible for the user to use the database to return reports for submittal to command headquarters or to outside agencies like the National Park Service.  For example, the database allows for survey costs to be tracked.  Reports describing how the number of acres surveyed in a year, how many resources were identified, and what the costs for those efforts were can be automated.  Additional examples of reports are shown in the following figures.

Cultural Resources GIS Database Design

Design Considerations:

The purpose of this database is to provide a management tool, primarily for base-level Air Force cultural resources personnel.  The Air Combat Command maintains facilities in 17 states in the contiguous United States.  While the Air Combat Command has a need to use cultural resources data from many different states, the relevant data are not quickly accessible, and each state in the United States maintains its own unique model of cultural resources data.  The problem was to create a single database of existing data while preserving as much of the existing variability as possible.  While this database is intended to accommodate the broadest possible spectrum of cultural resources data from any source in the United States in a usable form, it is not intended to serve as a repository for such data.  Because of the tremendous variability in the ways cultural resources data have been modeled and recorded, it is not possible to construct a single representation of all those data that is both complete and consistent, without simply recapitulating the design of every cultural resources database design currently in use.  This structure aims at the best fit between versatility and usability in creating a single uniform database. 

In order to maximize the flexibility of the structure to accommodate highly variable legacy data, the database contains a large number of tables and fields.  The term “Legacy” is used here to describe existing data collected prior to the development of this database structure.  The large number of fields is intended to accommodate all of the types of data that are currently collected for cultural resources as consistently as possible.  However, it is recognized that certain unique legacy data types collected at a particular time, or for a particular project that are not applicable to other situations may not have a clear place in the structure.  Thus, all of the data tables contain “catch-all” fields for such situations—“other” and “notes.”  The latter is a memo field into which text of any length can be entered.  The “other” fields are intended to accommodate shorter data types collected under very particular circumstances.

At the same time that the database structure allows places for highly variable legacy data, there are places for new, more broadly consistent data, such as Federal Geographic Data Committee (FGDC) compliant data.  For example, FGDC standards exist for descriptions of wetlands, vegetation, and soils among many others.  Citations of vegetation, water sources, and soils in the existing archaeological literature are idiosyncratic.  It was important to allow places in the database for wide ranging values in the legacy data at the same time to provide a place to enter FGDC compliant data in the future.  

The trial data entry included cultural resources data from Langley AFB, Virginia, Avon Park AFR, Florida, and Beale AFB, California.  In entering these trial data, it was occasionally necessary to split data out of one field in the legacy data into two or more fields in the ACC database, and conversely , it was sometimes necessary to concatenate values from two or more legacy fields into one field in the ACC database.  This compromise was intended to avoid creating a unique field in the ACC database for every unique field used by any cultural resources database currently in use in the United States.  It was felt that such an undertaking would render the resultant database excessively difficult to use.

Database Structure

The database includes both spatial and nonspatial data.  Table 1 lists the types of spatial entities included in the database, and the spatial datatypes potentially associated with it.

The data dictionary for the Oracle tabular database can be found in Appendix B, which lists all of the tables and fields along with the datatypes, lengths, and constraints.  

Data Tables:

Table 2 lists the database data tables.  These tables will be updated by base personnel or contractors to reflect new cultural resources data gathered at the respective installations.  The data tables are grouped together by general themes in Table 3 and the following discussion.

Tables Related to Resources

The central table of the Resources-related Group, and the database as a whole, is the Resources Table.  The Resources Table contains a unique record for every individual cultural resource in the database.  It contains such basic information as the resource name and basic description, date it was recorded, person or institution that recorded it, and its present condition.  It contains the data for which there will only be one value per resource.  Data for which there may be multiple values per site are stored in separate tables.  

Other tables in the Resources-Related Group include:  Aggreg_Contrib, Building_Elements, Concordance, Depth, and Features.  The resources table is designed have a single record for an aggregate resource such as a historic district, along with separate records for each of the recorded resources within that aggregate.  The Aggreg_Contrib table documents the relationship between single resources and aggregate resources.  This table was necessary because a spatial query in the GIS can show what single resources are spatially located within the boundaries of an historic district, but cannot show whether or not the given resource is a contributing element of that district.

Discrete recorded elements within a single resource are recorded in the Features Table.  This table is designed to include those elements of archaeological sites that have traditionally been called features (such as a pit within an archaeological site), as well as discontiguous elements of a single architectural resource.  For example, a house with a detached garage may have been recorded as a single resource, and so entered as one record in the resources table.  In this case, the house proper and the garage might be given separate records in the Features Table.  

Individual architectural elements are then recorded in the Building_elements Table.  Building Elements would include windows, doors, walls, etc.  This table is primarily intended for architectural properties, but could be used for archaeological sites.  For example, an archaeological site with the remains of multiple houses would have a single record in the resources table, a record for each individual dwelling in the features table, and then a record in the building_elements table detailing the foundation of each dwelling.
The Resources Table itself has two name fields, one for the official state-assigned number, and another for its name.  It is not uncommon, however, for a given resource to be known by a variety of names or numbering conventions.  These can be recorded in the Concordance Table.

The Resources Table includes information about whether remains were found on the surface or there are subsurface remains.  Because multiple depths may have been recorded for an individual site, these data are kept in the depth table.

Environment-Related Tables

Archaeologists typically record a wide variety of environmental variables on archaeological site forms.  Because there may be multiple values for any given environmental field (such as soils or landforms) these are all held in separate tables.  Environment tables include:  Elevation, Slope_Aspect, Soil, Topog, Vegetation, and Water.  These data are also collected separately as a part of Natural Resources management.  As the cultural resources GIS database is integrated into base-wide GIS systems, eventually environmental data should be derived from other sources, while the environmental tables in the cultural resources database should be used to hold legacy data.

The Elevation table holds elevation data for a site.  The notes field can be used to store data about how the elevation was recorded.  The slope and aspect of a site are recorded in the Slope_Aspect Table.  The Topography Table has a place (Landform  field) for data consistent with the d_lndfrm domain table from the TSSDS.  Legacy data not consistent with those values can be stored in the “Other” Field.  The Soils Table will hold data recorded from Soil Conservation Service County Soil maps (Soil_Assoc, and Soil_Series), as well as more idiosyncratic legacy data (in the Sur_soil, and “Other” Fields).  

The Vegetation and Water Tables are designed to accommodate FGDC compliant data, as well as non-FGDC compliant legacy data.  The Fields Veg_div, Veg_order, Veg_class, veg_sub, Veg_group, Veg_sgrp, Veg_form, Veg_alliance, and Veg_assoc are all derived from FGDC standards.  The remaining fields are for legacy data.  The Water Table holds data about the nearest water sources to a given resource.  The system and substystem fields come from the FGDC standards for wetlands.

Context-Related Tables

The context tables store information related to the historical context of resources.  Context related tables include: Historical_Context, Historical_Event_Crgenves, Histevent_Res and Res_Hist_Context.  This database structure divides historical context into three components:  cultural affiliation, temporal component, and function.  The values for the three components are held in the domain tables:  Functions, Affiliations, and Component.  Each record in the context table includes a unique combination of entries from these three domain tables.  These domains were compiled from the site form records of resources located on Beale AFB, Avon Park AFR, and Langley AFB.  Since the goal of the database project was to accommodate existing data maintained by others, no attempt to rationalize inconsistencies in these legacy data was made; therefore, the categories in these domain tables are not mutually exclusive.  Res_Hist_Context shows all of the applicable contexts for any given resource.

Artifacts Group

Tables in the Artifacts Group contain information about artifacts and other material recovered or noted on archaeological sites.  Tables in the Artifacts Group include: Artifact_Collections, Artifacts, and Diagnostics.  The Artifact_Collections Table includes information related to curation and is intended to facilitate documentation of 36 CFR part 79 compliance.   Each record in this table corresponds to a collection produced by a given study.   The fields in this table track where the material is housed, how it is packaged, how much material is present, and what the material contains generally.  The Artifacts and Diagnostics Tables include information about specific artifacts collected or noted.  The Diagnostics Table primarily tracks the presence or absence of specific materials noted at the site.  This table is designed primarily to hold the kind of generalized artifact information contained in site forms.  The material may or may not have been collected from the field.  The Artifact Table holds the detailed artifact catalogue of artifacts collected from the field that is required for curation according to the requirements of 36 CFR part 79.  The fields for this table are derived from those used by the Army Corps of Engineers for curation.  

The Domain Table D_Artcnt has the range of values for the collection condition, Affil_group lists Native American groups that may have an affiliation with material collected.  This is intended to facilitate compliance with NAGPRA.  D_culmat contains values for the material field in the Artifacts table.

Documentation-Related Tables

Documentation related tables include:  Documents, Event_Ref, Resource_Ref, and Stud_Concord.  The Documents Table includes all of the material references related to resources and events.  These may include reports, published articles, field notes, photographs, site forms, and any other type of written record.  Fields include places to record authors, title, place where the documentation is stored, and the linear feet of material (a measure of the quantity of documentation).  The Filename column in the Documents Table holds the file information for the file in the digital library that is the digital version of the referenced document.  The Table Event_Ref links the records in the Events Table with records in the Documents Table.  The Table Resource_Ref links the Documents Table with the Resources Table.  The Table Stud_Concord lists aliases by which a given study may be known.

Location-Related Tables

The location-related tables are:  Latlong, Location, PLSS, Qsection, Section, Use, USGS, and UTM.  The Latlong, Location, PLSS, Qsection, Section, USGS, and UTM Tables are intended to hold legacy location data.  These data are redundant in a GIS database; however, there may be cultural resources records for which precise GIS data are unavailable.  There are also legacy data for which the existing GIS coordinates may not be reliable (NRIS for example).  In these instances, the tabular locational data provides an independent check.  The Use Table is intended to hold information about the current landuse in the vicinity of the resource.  This may not be evident from the GIS, and will provide information about possible threats to the resource.

Management-Related Tables

The management tables are:  Institution, Management_Area_Crmgtres, Management_Resource, Probability_Zones, Register, Violators, and Zone_Hist.  The Register Table includes the eligibility status of any given resource.  There is a separate record for each separate opinion that has been rendered concerning a given resource.  For example, a site might initially have been recorded as potentially eligible for the National Register.  Later, upon formal evaluation, the contractor might recommend the site as eligible.  A federal agency might consider the site eligible for Section 106 purposes, and the SHPO may, or may not have concurred.  Lastly, should the site have been nominated, the keeper may have rendered an opinion.  Thus, in this example, the resource would have five separate records in the eligibility table, each with a date and the identity of the entity giving an opinion.

The Institution table contains name and address information for any individuals, groups, or agencies cited anywhere in the database. 

The Management_Area_Crmgtres table was derived from a TSSDS table.  This table is intended to be linked to a spatial entity that will show areas on a given installation where the agency and the SHPO have agreed that particular management practices will apply.  For example, an agency and the SHPO may have agreed in a Programmatic Agreement that certain areas of an installation regarded as having a low potential for archaeological resources can be considered not to have any historic properties for Section 106 purposes based on development and testing of a predictive model.  Another area may have been identified as being particularly sensitive. Management_Resource links the Management Area Table to the Resources Table.
Probability_Zones contains data about zones defined as having a particular probability for cultural resources based on a predictive model.  The zones may or may not have significance for management purposes.  Zone_Hist links a given zone definition back to the event (study) that produced it.  This table is also intended to be spatial since the mapping of probability zones on an installation frequently changes over time as new information is collected.

The Violators Table includes the names and particulars of any individuals accused of violating the Archaeological Resources Protection Act (ARPA).  This table is intended to facilitate reporting of ARPA violations to command level personnel and the National Park Service.
Events/Studies-Related Tables

Events are considered to be any event that may have had an effect on a resource.  These are mostly surveys that have identified or evaluated cultural resources, but they could also be an incidence of vandalism, or a construction project that damaged or destroyed a site.  Events related tables include:  Events, Resource_History, Survey_Tests_Crmgtsrv_, Surv_Meth_Areas, and Undertakings. 

The Events Table includes basic information about who conducted the study or event and its date, among other items. Resource_History links the Event Table back to the Resources Table, and includes the specific impact of the study or event on that resource.  For example, a large survey will have only one record in the Events Table, but there may be dozens of archaeological sites within the footprint of the study area.  Each of those sites will have a record in Resource_History that will specify how that event affected the resource (i.e., resource discovered, revisited, evaluated, boundary modified etc.). Surv_Meth_Areas contains information about specific areas in which a particular method was employed (a given survey may have employed different survey strategies in different areas).  The Undertakings Table contains information about specific projects and their footprints.

Domain Tables:

Table 3 lists the database domain tables.  Domain tables contain values that restrict the values that can be entered into specific fields in the data tables.  These tables currently contain values from the TSSDS version 1.8 supplemented by values used on archaeological site forms in Virginia, Florida, and California.  Values in these fields will need to be updated, especially when data from other states are added into the database.  Access to these tables should be restricted in order to preserve the integrity of the data.
