2. Center Update:

a. Harold provided an update on the Center's finances, project status and related issues.  The impact of the shortfall in funding was reviewed along with succeeding year-anticipated shortages.  Harold indicated that there would be no layoffs because of the shortfall in funding.  Slide 10 "Funding vs. Salary Projections" was discussed and will be corrected.  Erroneous factors were used.  It was also pointed out that the NAVFAC contribution shown on slide 8 was not, in fact, a shortfall.  NAVFAC retained $10K for Center related travel.  

b. Harold discussed the consolidation of the Center websites and the role of the Content Review Board led by Bobby Bean.

c. Harold reviewed the Object Strategy (slides 23 and 24).  MK pointed out that all of industry has not adopted the standards, which complicates the effective implementation of the applicable software.  Harold said that working to get industry to work together.  Dr Wright mentioned the letter he signed to industry to do that and feels that we need to get larger group together to foster cooperation.

d. The Homeland Security Project (slide 27) was briefed by Harold.  The project will do MEDS, Filter and Boston EM Pilot project data.  Dr. Wright explained the project to Don Basham and why it is so important.

e. On the RPES project the DoD Contractor has not pursued the standards issue.  OSD has indicated that there is still interest.  Get said that OSD has divided itself into domains.  There has not been closure on what the extent of those domains will be.  Gary asked if this will be a subset – Get said yes.  Said that the I&E domain issue is complicated by BRAC, Homeland Security and other issues.

f. Harold discussed the purchase of Prosoft.  Sandy talked about copyrighting the Standard along with the royalty fees.  This aspect of the negotiation remains to be concluded.

3. GeoSpatial One Stop: 

a. Leslie Wollack briefed the Board on GeoSpatial One Stop (GOS) and talked about implementing the 7 themes.  She said that her focus has been on the State and Local aspects of the GOS.  They are working to broaden the community of GIS users and are interfacing with leaders to generate support.  They have sent a survey to 11,000 local government respondents to determine extent of use of GIS.  The GOS wants to provide support to local officials in budget and technology drills.

b. Lee Warren talked about the GOS and the NIMA focus, which is on homeland defense and first responders.  E-authentication is how they intend to vet user access.  The GOS Portal will focus on meta-data holder and listing of services.  There will be an interim progress review at OSD next month. 

4. Objects Overview & Project:

a. Jack Huntley discussed the object vision highlights along with the steps to be taken to realize the vision.  He indicated that the timeframe for realization will be timed in coordination with the customer base.

b. Dr Wright sees lots of opportunity for tie-ins across Board.  He said that we need to share insights and advice.  Industry is moving forward and will not wait on us.  We need to lead their activities.

c. Dr Wright discussed the FEMA weapons mapping program/solicitation. He sees GIS implications and asked Dick to look into.  He also asked Dick to call Mike Howard to see what attention they have paid to this.

5. IAI Program Overview:

a. Patrick MacLeamy talked about the essential nature of IAI in the industry today.  He provided an overview of the objectives of the consortium of 12 companies who engaged to achieve similar successes to cell phone industry.  He said that data is the essential element.  He indicated that there are 12 international chapters.

b. He feels that architects and contractors will be brought into partnership and that takeoffs will be embedded.

c. He told the group that what is needed now is support for Pilot Projects, people to use, and Owner Agency agreements.

d. He extolled Francois Groebbler's contributions and expressed great concern over his change of roles.  He asked the Board for funding for Francois’ continued involvement.  Patrick said that Francois' help is needed to push the IAI model over tipping point.  IAI has volunteered to provide $20K of the $60K needed.  GSA is working on specific commitment.  NASA is also working to help solve the problem.

e. M.K. mentioned slide on disciplines – used locks as an example, and asked what is coverage (%) of the IAI work.  Patrick volunteered to provide.  Don Basham asked what pilot meant.  Patrick said that we need an owner to champion projects to push involvement.  Bill Brodt said that NASA, Army, Navy have designed with tools but have only asked for 2D designs.  We need owners to ask for electronic documents in the right format.

f. Sandy said that owner sponsorship will send a message to industry that the standard has value and is required.  Don Basham said he wanted to pursue based upon Get’s question.  

g. Dick Bilden asked if Patrick and Paul Herold could participate in EDD meeting in San Diego in June.

h. Patrick invited all to the IAI Industry Day (http://www.nibs.org/newsstory1.html).

6. BOD Minutes and Next Meeting:

a. The December 2002 minutes were accepted.

b. The next meeting will be at NASA HQ in Washington, DC.

c. It will be scheduled for the first part of September to approve projects.

7. Presentations:
