Transactional Facility Management at PAX – Rob Rock and Melinda Heslop provided a live demonstration of the Patuxent River Naval Air Station (PAX) transactional FM database, focusing on buildings and space management, and integration with CADD and GIS.  The PAX transactional FM database resides in an Oracle database. GIS maps and data is currently primarily available in ESRI MapObjects and ArcView digital format. CADD drawings are currently available in Autodesk AutoCAD digital format.  PAX has begun migrating it’s GIS capability to ESRI ArcGIS and ArcIMS.    

International Alliance for Interoperability (IAI) Facility Management Group Initiatives - Francois Grobler and David Horner provided overviews concerning the IAI and initiatives.  The IAI is scheduled to complete the Industry Foundation Class (IFC) 2x in calendar year 2002.  Testing is scheduled to begin in August 2002, with Certification scheduled for December 2002.  AutoDesk, Bentley, ArchiCAD, & Nemetscheck are primary participants. 
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
