The meeting began by considering areas of Facilities Management.  Areas of property, occupancy, building systems, asset connectivity and real estate management were discussed to identify scope of each.  The group realized that FM was not a consistently perceived concept and developed the following block diagram of the management processes of a facility.
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When we tried to define the above blocks we identified difficulties in making the definitions consistently cover both industry and government operations.  Mr. Horner will research how other FM authorities have defined these blocks and produce definitions that will be reviewed by the FM team.  Definitions developed were discarded to reduce confusion on the scope of FM.  These definitions will need to be complementary to the IFMA definitions.
